In addition to stellar performances, guests can look forward to more than forty of
Leonard’s postwar photographs of jazz legends such as Duke Ellington, Ella
Fitzgerald, Dizzy Gillespie, Billie Holiday, Quincy Jones, Thelonious Monk, Frank
Sinatra, Sarah Vaughn and Dinah Washington, and others. It's also an open house
for the new federal courthouse. The exhibition will run through the end of the
year.
